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Squirrels have litters of up to 4 or 5 young twice a year,

in early spring and midsummer. Srnal l ,  " fr iend!y"
squirrels with skinny tai ls are st i l l  too young and need
their mother's care. Young squirrels are out of their
nests by six weeks and on their own by eight to nine
weeks of age. lf the nest is destroyed and rnother is stil l
around, she wi l l  move her young to another si te.

or you have any questions,

call Cape Wildlife Center.

Remember to wear gloves when handl ing wi ldl i fe and l f
possible, leave wildlife in the wi!d where they belong.
